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In the Islamic year, during the month of Jamadi al Awwal and Jamadi al Thani,

there are some days in which we mourn the tragedy which took place on our

spiritual mother "Sayyida Fatimah (sa)". These days are called, "The days

of Fatimiyah", which refers to her name. 

The days of Fatimiyah occur in two Islamic months, because we have two

different dates for her death anniversary. According to one narration, she

passed away 75 days after the death of our Holy Prophet(s), whereas in

another narration it happened after 95 days. Therefore, to respect and

honor her, we remember Sayyida Fatimah (sa) on both of these dates. 

In these days of Fatimiyah, we learn about the personality of Sayyida

Fatimah(sa) by listening to majlis, reading books about her life, and

completing some activities to gain more knowledge about her. This workbook

is designed to improve our understanding about Sayyida Fatimah(sa).

Sayyida Fatimah (sa) was the beloved

daughter of our Holy Prophet Muhammad (s)

and Sayyida Khadija(sa). She was born in the

holy city of Makkah, on the 20th of Jamadi al

Thani in the year 605 AD. Sayyida Fatimah

(sa) was an obedient servant of Allah (swt),

therefore she made sure to follow all the

teachings of Islam from a very young age. 

Who is Sayyida Fatimah (sa)?

Sayyida Fatimah (sa) and Imam Ali (as) had 5 kids together. There were 3

boys and 2 girls in their family. They named their boys Hasan, Husayn

and Mohsin. Whereas the girls were named Zainab and Umme Kulthum.

Their sons, Hasan and Husayn are our 2nd and 3rd Imams.

Unfortunately, their baby Mohsin passed away in a tragedy, which also

took the life of his mother Sayyida Fatimah (sa) after a few days. Imam

Ali(as) buried Sayyida Fatimah (sa) in Medina. 

 

She also helped her father, Prophet Muhammad (s) in spreading the

message of Allah (swt). When she got a little older, our Holy Prophet(s)

married her to Imam Ali (as).
